
Spectator Schedule 
 
Thursday 25thJanuary: 
DAY 1 – Big Air Ramp & SUP Jousting starts at 5:30 
Location: By the water’s edge at the Nile River Explorers (NRE) Campsite.  
9am - Bicylce tour of Mabira forest and Tea estates (meet at KTN) 
suggested accommodation: Nile River Explorers Campsite 
Party: 6pm onwards - Opening celebrations at NRE with DJ. 
8pm – Quick prize giving for Ramp Event (main prize giving on Sunday) 
 
Friday 26th January: 
DAY 2 – Endurance race 
Location: The race is from below the Bujagali dam to the Nile River Explorer takeout. 
The suggested viewing location is the finish line just below the Hairy Lemon. You will 
be viewing only the finish line of the race.  
Transport: Spectator transport will be leaving the NRE campsite at 11:00AM (10,000 
ugx each way, 20,000 ugx return) 
Lunch (15,000 ugx) and drinks will be available at the event site but lunch must be 
pre-ordered by 6pm on Thursday 25TH. 
The return transport to NRE is estimated to leave at the end of the race at 
approximately 4pm 
Journey time: 1.5hrs 
suggested accommodation/party: 
Either the Hairy Lemon (located conveniently by the end of day two’s event and very 
close to the location of day 3’s event and who’ll be hosting the party (theme: flower 
power hippies) that night - booking essential or Nile River Explorers Campsite. 
 
Saturday 27th January: 
DAY 3 – Nile Special Freestyle  
Location: Nile Special wave (river right close to Matumu trading centre).  
Transport: 
Spectator transport will be leaving the NRE campsite at 10AM (10,000ugx each way) 
For those staying at the Hairy Lemon – the Oar Boats will ferry people from the 
Island to Nile Special at 11am. The Hairy Lemon will arrange transport for your bags 
back to NRE camp for UGX 5000 pp) 
Snacks and drinks will be available at the event site. 
12:30 – 3:30 –	Nile Special event. 
3:30 – SUP X event. 
The return transport to NRE is estimated to leave at the end of the event at 
approximately 5:30pm 
6:00 PM to late – Party at NRE. Entrance fee (10000 UGX entrance). Residents of 
NRE entrance fee included. 
9pm – Quick Prize giving at NRE. (main prize giving on Sunday) 
Journey time: 1hr 10mins

DAY 4 – Hendri Coetzee Itanda falls memorial race 
Location: Itanda Falls 
Transport: Spectator transport will be leaving the NRE campsite at 10:00AM 
(10,000ugx each way.) 
Snacks and drinks will be available at the event site. 
The return transport to NRE is estimated to leave at the end of the event at 
approximately 4:00pm (10,000 UGX transport from Itanda to NRE).
